
Bursary Fund for Pilgrimage 2012

Description

This bursary fund has been established to provide financial assistance for ruling elders of The Presbyterian Church in Canada who would otherwise not be able to participate in Pilgrimage 2012. 

This bursary fund is administered by the Elders' Institute, St. Andrew’s Hall, of The Presbyterian Church in Canada, which has the right to grant or refuse requests according to the criteria stipulated below. It is not intended for Ministers of Word and Sacrament, active members of the Diaconal Order, professional church workers, or students in preparation for full time service.

Criteria

The candidate must be an active ruling elder and answer the questions:
i) Why do you want to go on this special study pilgrimage, and how will it help you serve Christ's church?
ii) Why do you require this bursary to attend Pilgrimage 2012?
Note: The candidate, the congregation and/or the presbytery is expected to make financial contributions toward the pilgrimage fee since the Elders’ Institute makes augmented grants only.

Considerations in Making Grants

Applications will be approved on the basis of the information provided and resources available. Applications will not necessarily be treated on a “first come, first served” basis. Priority consideration will also be given to applications from persons within mission fields, augmented charges, or other congregations which find it financially difficult to subsidize fully the candidates. Be sure to check at the presbytery and synod levels for other options; funding is often available from these sources.

Deadline

Bursary applications must be postmarked by February 1 to be considered. We will notify applicants by March 1.
